ENTRANCE ANTIPHON

Here is a wise virgin, from among the number of the prudent, who
went forth with lighted lamp to meet Christ.

Or

How beautiful you are, O virgin of Christ, who were worthy to
receive the Lord’s crown, the crown of perpetual virginity.

COLLECT

O God, who called the Virgin Saint Teresa to respond to the love
of your Son thirsting on the Cross with outstanding charity to the
poorest of the poor, grant us, we beseech you, by her intercession,
to minister to Christ in our suffering brothers and sisters. Who
lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit, God, for
ever and ever. Amen.

The Mass Readings of the day, or the following readings may be used:

FIRST READING (Share your bread with the hungry.)
A reading from the book of the Prophet Isaiah 58:6-11
Thus says the LORD: This is the fasting that I wish: releasing
those bound unjustly, untying the thongs of the yoke; Setting free
the oppressed, breaking every yoke; Sharing your bread with the
hungry, sheltering the oppressed and the homeless; Clothing the
naked when you see them, and not turning your back on your own.
Then your light shall break forth like the dawn, and your
wound shall quickly be healed; Your vindication shall go before
you, and the glory of the Lord shall be your rear guard.
Then you shall call, and the Lord will answer, you shall cry
for help, and he will say: Here | am!



If you remove from your midst oppression, false accusation
and malicious speech; If you bestow your bread on the hungry and
satisfy the afflicted; Then light shall rise for you in darkness, and
the gloom shall become for you like midday;

Then the LORD will guide you always and give you plenty
even on the parched land. He will renew your strength, and you
shall be like a watered garden, like a spring whose water never
fails.—The Word of the Lord.
