CHANCERY NOTICE

DAILY PLENARY INDULGENCE ON THE OCCASION OF THE

150th ANNIVERSARY OF THE APPARITION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY AT LOURDES


To commemorate the 150th Anniversary of the Apparition of the Blessed Virgin Mary at Lourdes, Pope Benedict XVI has decreed that the faithful may acquire a daily plenary indulgence, applicable by way of suffrage to the souls in Purgatory, if they fulfill the conditions indicated in both sections A) and B) below —
A) Three Usual Conditions: sacramental confession, eucharistic Communion and prayers for the intentions of the Supreme Pontiff (by reciting one Our Father and one Hail Mary, or any other prayers).

B)
Performance of one of the following Acts of Devotion:
1)
A devout visit, during the year running from 8 December 2007 until the end of 8 December 2008, to the following places, preferably in this order - a) the parish baptismal font used for the Baptism of Bernadette; b) the house of the Soubirous family called the "cachot"; c) the Grotto of Massabielle; d) the chapel of the hospice where Bernadette made her First Communion - and pause to pray and meditate for an appropriate length of time at each of these Jubilee sites, concluding with the Lord's Prayer, some legitimate form of the Profession of Faith, and the Jubilee prayer (*) or some other Marian invocation. 

2) 
A devout visit, from the Feast of the Presentation of our Lord on 2 February 2008 until the end of the Memorial of the Blessed Virgin Mary of Lourdes on 11 February 2008, which is also the 150th Anniversary of the Apparition, to a blessed image of the Holy Virgin Mary of Lourdes solemnly exposed for public veneration in any church, chapel, grotto or other suitable place, and in the presence of that image perform some pious act of Marian devotion, or at least pause to pray and meditate for an appropriate length of time, concluding with the Lord's Prayer, some legitimate form of the Profession of Faith, and the Jubilee prayer (*) or some other Marian invocation. 

3)
For the elderly, the sick, and all those unable to leave home for a just cause, who consciously reject all sins and have the intention to fulfill the three usual conditions as soon as possible, if, between the days of 2 and 11 February 2008, they complete a "spiritual visit" to the aforementioned places in 2) in the desire of their heart, recite the prayers indicated above, and trustingly offer the pains and discomforts of their own lives to God through Mary.
