The Armenian Catholic Church

According to Tradition, it was St. Bartholomew and St. Thaddeus the Apostles who first brought the Gospel to Edessa, i.e. ancient Armenia.

In 301 A.D., King Tiridates III adopted Christianity as the state religion, thus making Armenia as the first country in history that embraced the Catholic faith. Later St. Gregory the Illuminator was consecrated as the first Patriarch of Armenia. With his labour the Saint established a solid foundation for the Church of Armenia.

In 451 A.D., the Armenian Church rejected the ‘two-natures-in-one-Person’ Christological formula promulgated by the Council of Chalcedon. In this way, the Church severed her ties with Rome and Constantinople in 554 A.D. During the period of Crusades and after the Council of Florence (1439 A.D.), this ancient Oriental Church reconciled with the Roman Catholic Church for a brief period of time. 
In 1740’s, Patriarch Ardzivian led part of the Armenian Church to re-establish full communion with the See of Rome. Henceforth the Armenian Catholic Church was set up until the present day.

Fr. Basil Sousanian is the Patriarchal Vicar of the Assumption Armenian Catholic Community of Australia. He was born in Aleppo - Syria. Having completed his study of philosophy and theology at Università di San Tommaso, Rome, Italy, he was ordained to the priesthood in 1998. He was then assigned as pastor and school principal in Damascus. Since 2002, he has been serving Armenian migrants in Australia.
